Obligations regarding individual permission to enter The State of
Israel

The Israeli Ministry of health, together with the Population and Immigration Authority
and Border Control of the State of Israel, are continuing to take measure in an effort to
prevent the spread of COVID 19 (Coronavirus) epidemic in Israel.

Accordingly, and in addition to the decisions that were published and implemented
earlier, starting on Thursday, 12 March 2020 at 20:00 all foreign national arriving to
the state of Israel will be required to comply with home quarantine conditions for 14
days from their date of entry into Israel.

Hotels and dormitories are not considered as_“Home Quarantine”

A foreigner who is able to prove his ability to comply with home quarantine conditions,
and is interested in traveling to Israel, is requested to fill out the attached form and
return in to the Consular Department of the relevant Israeli Embassy / Consulate
general in the source country at least five working days prior to the planned date of
travel. Once the form is approved by Population and Immigration Authority and
Border Control, a confirmation letter will be sent to the visitor/s, confirming of their
flight to Israel.

Travelers from North India should not approach the Embassy physically, but send
the form to the Israeli Embassy in New Delhi (including: Kolkata/ Sri Lanka) at
consular@newdelhi.mfa.gov.il with full contact details, and we will contact for further
